C. SLC 2015/16 Audit Presentation 
Neil Hammerbacher, from Gabridge & Company, PLC, presented the 2015/16 Audit Report and answered questions from the board. Wollenweber moved to receive and file the 2015/16 Audit Report, supported by Bell. Motion Carried.
D. Investment Report/Finance Committee Report
Wollenweber moved to receive and file the Investment/Finance Committee Report, supported by Bell. Motion Carried.
E. LSTA Grant Application
The Cooperative contracted with Heather Hames, from the Center Line Public Library, to write the LSTA Grant submission. We are asking for over $400,000 for three years to be used to expand upon the ConnectEd programming with schools in our service area, and add the Tutor.com database for all our member libraries. Mark Wollenweber made a motion to recommend applying for the LSTA Grant and approve the LSTA Grant Board Resolution Statement of Assurances. The motion was supported by Duggan. Motion Carried.
F. Shared Technology Committee Recommendations
1. Purchase Renewal of Deep Freeze

Todorovich made a motion to approve the purchase renewal of Deep Freeze for three years, at a cost of $5,287.50 as recommended by the Shared Technology Committee and the Suburban Library Cooperative Advisory Council. The motion was supported by Wollenweber. Motion Carried.
2. Shared Automation System Future

The Suburban Library Cooperative Advisory Council and Shared Technology Committee is recommending the Cooperative negotiate with SirsiDynix for pricing on a three year and five year renewals, with an opt out of Portfolio when a new photo archive system is purchased. Wollenweber made a motion to table the request until the February meeting, to see what TLN will do with their negotiations. The motion was supported by Duggan. Motion Carried.

Tammy distributed the MLA Advocacy Report which discussed SB 619-624 now PA505-510 signed into law by Governor Rick Snyder, providing for dedicated library millages to be exempt from a number of tax captures.
