DeMeulenaere made a motion to recommend the renewal of Deep Freeze at a cost of $5,287.50. The motion was supported by Kammer. Motion Carried.

A. Advocacy – Everyone
Turgeon provided sample letters for Directors to send to their state legislators. Turgeon will also send a letter from the Cooperative to all of its service area state legislators. Neal suggested that Directors sign up to receive legislators newsletters so they are familiar with the items their legislators is interested in.
B. Discussion Topic: LSTA Grant
The LSTA grant is due at the end of January. Turgeon is working on getting more letters of partnership from the school districts. Turgeon will resend the letters to districts and copy the relevant Library Director to assist in getting support.
Valyi-Hax made a motion that the SLC member libraries support the LSTA grant application for the SLC ConnectEd program and recommend approval of the application. The motion was supported by Neal. Motion carried.
