IV. Stephen Bajjaly, Associate Dean and Professor, WSU School of Library & Information Science
Stephen Bajjaly gave a brief history/sysnopsis of the School of Library & Information Science. It will be celebrating it’s 50th year of Accredidation this year and it’s 100th anniversary of training librarians. The school has about 40% of it’s students from the Detroit area, and 30% of the students do not even live in Michigan. The program will be offering a new Masters Degree in Information Management that will focus more on technology. Libraries are encouraged to send them library employees who already have a working knowledge of libraries. Students are also encouraged to find a specialty within the library program. The school also offers career services that can help students and graduates find employment through interviewing/presentation skills, etc. The school will now also let libraries offer paid internship/practicum experience for course credit.

The Cataloging line item was increased due to the new contract for 2017/18. The Internet line item was increased due to the new contract for increased speed for the member libraries. The Equipment & Furnishings line item was increased to cover the costs of replacement computers for the SLC Training Center. Doege made a motion to recommend the 2016/17 Proprietary Fund Budget Revision to the Suburban Library Cooperative Board. The motion was supported by Madson. Motion Carried.
