The Memorial will be
on display on the main floor of the library during all
regular library business hours from Monday, No-
vember 9 through Friday, November |3.
Members of VVA Chapter 154 will be on hand to
answer questions during many of those hours. You
are invited to visit, to contemplate the names on
these panels, and to give honor to those who
served.

On Wednesday, November | |, Major General Edward |. Mechenbier,
USAF (Ret.), will present a special program entitled “A Vietnam Experi-
ence.” Gen. Mechenbier, an F-4 pilot during the Vietnam era, was shot
down in southeast Asia in 1967 while flying his 80th mission, after which
he was held as a prisoner of war for nearly six years. In 2004, he flew the
last mission of his Air Force career aboard the famous C-141B aircraft
dubbed the “Hanoi Taxi” to return the remains of American military per-
sonnel from Vietnam to U.S. soil. Please join us on Veterans’ Day, No-
vember |1, at 12:00 p.m. to hear General Mechenbier’s inspiring story.

In commemoration of the 250th anniversary of the French and Indian War, the Li-
brary is pleased to welcome historian and noted collector of antique firearms and
other period militaria, Ken Hoover. Mr. Hoover will tell us about his ancestor,
William Thompson, who as a young lieutenant, participated in the Battle of Kittan-
ning. This 1756 attack on a Delaware Indian village, from which numerous bloody
raids had been launched against English settlers, took place roughly 40 miles north-
east of Fort Duquesne, located where Pittsburgh is now. During the American
Revolution, William Thompson was elevated to the rank of Brigadier General and
commanded the famed Thompson Rifle Battalion. Mr. Hoover will bring a number
of historic artifacts relating to William Thompson when he makes his presentation
